1. To me a “great” photograph is something that can be looked at as beautiful, something that you can connect with and have feelings toward. If you’re taking the picture yourself I think that you need to be proud of what you did.
2. A “great” camera has to have good quality, have the ability to zoom, adjust the lighting, the contrast, and the settings of the type of pictures. It’s also nice to have a camera that is convenient to you, and what you’re taking a picture of.
3. I do have a camera; I have a little digital camera that I don’t really use. I usually just use my iphone because it’s easy to use, and it’s convenient to me. It takes good quality pictures, and I have apps on my phone that can edit them to make them look better.
4. It’s not that important to me to have an expensive camera. The quality is good, but I don’t take enough pictures to feel like it’s important to have one personally. For photographers it’s important because they know what they’re doing, and they’re pay check revolves around the type/ quality of picture that they take.
5. I don’t really take that many pictures, but when I do, I take pictures of memories that I don’t want to forget so I can look back and relive that moment. If I were to scroll through the pictures on my phone I’d see mostly pictures of myself, my friends, a lot of my cats, scenery, and random things that I feel are important to remember.
6. Jobs that are available to photographers include taking pictures and selling them for just something to have, like senior pictures/ portraits/ family pictures/ wedding/engagement pictures. Other photographers use photojournalism with their pictures, telling a story with the images they catch.
